1. Minutes of previous meeting April 2021 (previously circulated).  Accepted.    
2. UK Liver Histopathology EQA for 2021 - RB, JW
Circulation LW pilot for drop down menus was completed and discussed at a meeting on 24th June attended by 59 members.  RB presented the preliminary evaluation of the pilot including responses to the questionnaire.    A further ‘post meeting’ section has now been added to the questionnaire and further comments will be invited next week.  Overall the changes are meeting with the approval of members.   The cases will be scored for LW for information, but since this is a pilot, the scoring will not be included in the poor performer calculations. 
Circulation LX is anticipated to run in August/September and be discussed at the meeting in November.  
The committee agreed that this should be arranged as a virtual meeting again this time see 4.c below. 
3.  Transplant -  TK
a) British Liver Transplant Group. 
TK reported that the virtual BLTG meeting will be on 21st September focussing on a discussion of the impact of Covid on transplantation.  There is no Banff meeting this year.  
We therefore plan to have a virtual meeting of interesting cases, 1-2 case(s) per centre, half day with tea break, probably early October, TK will contact transplant centre pathologists 
Action: JW send list of tranpslant centre liver pathologists to TK
TK to contact requesting cases to be sent to JW/ liver EQA sectretaries at Leeds.
b) National Digital Pathology On call service – 
TK reported that the NHSBT business case was being submitted at the end of July.  Derek Manus had asked him about quality assurance arrangements for donor organ assessment of steatosis – however our previous understanding was that only focal lesions were to be included.  
Action : RB to discuss with Desley Neil and cc. reply to committee.  
4. Education and training  - 
a) AW reported that the Enigma course and Bitesize weekly webinars had been very well received, with >100 delegates per session many from overseas.  The College are very keen to repeat this next year. They had provided excellent efficient support.  It was agreed to  repeat the meeting next year.  The presentations were not recorded, what about ppts to be available on the website?  
b) The committee welcome the new trainee member, Charlotte Oliver from Cambridge, who was not able to attend the meeting.  CMcG demonstrated the education and training section of the UKLPG website which has been updated and modernised https://www.virtualpathology.leeds.ac.uk/eqa/specialist/liver/education/  
RB congratulated the trainees on their work and  AW reported excellent feedback from local trainees.  The work continues.  RB commented that as it progressed, gaps in the provision should be identified and targeted.

c) UKLPG annual CPD meeting
This will be a virtual meeting using Zoom, proposed date w/b 22nd November.   
The content of the autumn meeting was discussed.  Proposed topics included 
· CK7 staining in medical liver biopsies
· Fatty liver and portal inflammation
· DILI and biological agents

· CMcG questionnaire on digital pathology – present results.

5. Quality Subcommittee –   RB
a. RCPath documents – The RCPath webinar on Tissue Pathways for liver biopsies on 26th May had been attended by 322 delegates.   
b. Liver dataset – this is still having discussions about the formatting of the proformas, specifically how resection margins should be recorded.  The committee agreed that the actual distance in mm if less than 10mm should be included.  It has yet to have the members’ consultation and will hopefully be published in the autumn. 
6. Links with other organisations  
BASL  – The annual meeting will be on line, following on from the BLTG meeting.
TK has completed 3 years as pathology representative, there have been no expressions of interest in taking this on and he will continue in this role for now. 
HCC -  Owen Cain is the new pathology representative. RB thanked him.
7. Research = TK  
DT has been in contact with TK, she has collected assessments of the DEN tumour project from European pathologists and will forward these to TK who plans to continue the project with the help of DT.  RB recorded thanks to DT for her work on the project and for the UKLPG.    
8. Trainee representatives   - JA, C McG 
Work is in progress to update the website, see above.  The educational resources section includes social media updates, with a twitter link.
9. Paediatric - RB  
RB said that she will provide educational content on inherited liver disease for the educational resources. 
10. Treasurer  -  The account currently stands at £2800.  It was noted that a replacement treasurer is required this year.
