This is an annual full committee meeting, inviting all subcommittee members and also an open invitation to any UKLPG members who may be interested in taking on a role within the group in the future.  – it was discovered after the meeting that unfortunately the link had not in fact been forwarded to all UKLPG members.

Agenda:
1. Minutes of previous meeting October 2021 (attached, previously circulated).   – accepted. 
2. Education and training  - AC - activities in 2021 – re-designed and updated training content on UKLPG website, includes information on scoring biopsies, references and lectures.  
For 2022 – the ‘Solving the enigma’ course in 2021 followed by bite size webinars with pre-viewed digital slides had delegates from many countries and had excellent feedback. This was arranged in conjunction with RCPath and will be repeated in May-June 2022.  
3. Quality Subcommittee –   RB - activities in 2021 and plans for 2022 – circulation LX was discussed on 9th December, and feedback from 36 members received. Feedback was good although fewer had participated this time (76%, usually around 90%) with the reason lack of time. Comments also related to uncertainty about the role of free text in evaluating response. To improve submission of cases, proposed requesting from liver centres rather than individuals. Several had expressed interest in joining subcommittee to review responses – this benefits from a range of experiences, not just members from liver centres. 
Action: JW contact 10 members who usually participated but did not do so for this circulation, to understand reasons.  
RB/JW to clarify role of free text in evaluating responses
JW to contact larger centres with >3 members for case submission.
Guidance documents: Liver Dataset, 3rd version submitted in Sept 2020 is still with RCPath waiting for formatting of proforma lists.  TK is co-author of BSG guidelines on cholangiocarcinoma, and JW suggested inviting him to join the authors of the dataset and update the cholangiocarcinoma section, including advice on tissue handling for molecular testing. 
Action: JW contact RCPath and send current draft to TK. 
Action: TK to write  summary for discussion at the next meeting.  
Research   TK  -  activities in 2021 and plans for 2022 – 
TK has DEN study data from Dina, which is planned to write up into a small paper. He commented that this is niche and he has been considered future activities of the UKLPG research subcommittee.  As a group of liver pathologists, we are well placed to identify questions that are important and can be addressed for and by members, for example using previous EQA circulation responses.   
4. Transplant -  DN  - through RB and JW – NHSBT have taken on responsibility for commissioning a national on call histopathology service. Derek Manus is medical director from January 2022 and there will be a meeting in the New Year. Meanwhile pathologists may be able to develop an interim arrangement using Pithia scanners (renal Pithia study concludes in January 2022). DN has taken over from TK as UKLPG transplant representative, at least for the duration of this project.  
5. Trainee representatives   - JA, CMcG, CO.
Covered in education (above). The Chair welcomed CO to her first meeting. 
6. Paediatric - RB  There had been an excellent paediatric liver pathology meeting arranged by Misha Dehragoda two years ago, which had been planned to be repeated, but was stalled due to Covid. RB commented that it is important not to lose site of paediatric liver pathology, which falls in a crevasse between paediatric and liver pathologists.  
7. Treasurer  -  GM   There is currently £3342 in the account.  Costs of the website are met by the EQA scheme. The funds may be needed in future for supporting research or advertising courses. 
8. Links with other organisations  - 
BASL TK reported that BASL was planning a live annual meeting, but had not yet identified a venue. 
HCC-UK OC reported that HCC clinical guidelines are being written.  There is a conference on 10-11th March covering basic science and clinical aspects of HCC, which includes pathology inputon challenging clinical cases being provided by OC.  
CCa-UK – TK – CCaUK is holding a virtual conference on 20th January which will include content on molecular pathology as in TK’s presentation in the UKLPG December meeting. Attendance is free – we will put the link on the UKLPG website.  Action: TK send link.
